responsibilities of the parties, as well as their commitment to :

During mobility
. Ensure equal academic treatment and the quality of services

for incoming students.

. Ensure the quality of the mobility activities and of
the cooperation projects throughout the application and

implernentation phases.
. Implement the priorities of the Erasmus+ Programme:

. By undertaking the necessary steps to implement
digital mobility management in line with the technical
standards ofthe European Student Card Initiative.
. By promoting environmentally friendly practices in
all activities related to the Programme.
. By encouraging the participation of individuals with
fewer opportunities in the Programme.
